United Utilities predicts 10% shortage of water in 2035. 

Burnley is an area experiencing water resource issues. United Utilities aims to reduce the household water usage from 150L per day to 130L per day by 2035. In order to address these issues Faiths4Change is holding three Focus group discussions to find the best possible ways of spreading the message into hard to reach communities. Faiths4Change will be holding these informal meetings in Ghousia Mosque/ Ibrahim Mosque and the Age Concern Offices Burnley. More than 40 people have booked to attend meetings. Among attendees will be Imams, chairman and committee members/teachers of the mosques and members of the community. A women only focus group will be meeting at the Age Concern Offices on Thursday 28th July at 10am. During the sessions we will be looking at what the mosque is currently doing and why, how this relates to Islam & householders with practical ways to deliver and maintain the messages in the home/with other women’s activities or groups.

A report with comments and recommendations from the research will available before Ramadan. 

Health Event 

Faiths4Change had a very successful health event for Asylum Seekers and refugees groups in Deeplish Community Centre, Rochdale. More than 60 people attended and had the chance to share experiences, views and stories with the group of Asylum Seekers from Liverpool. Attendees participated in food growing, healthy cooking, dental care workshops, and had the chance to obtain free health checks and to pick up recipes.  Local councillors were present to support the event.

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As Samia has mentioned in her e news, Liverpool and Burnley project workers joined together for a Refugee and Asylum Health event in Deeplish Rochdale.  Below are the recipes I demonstrated to illustrate that tasty, low fat and low salt snacks can be made.

Fishy Pate

Blend together can of Tuna or Sardines (drained) or smoked mackerel fillets (skinned) or tinned herrings with:

2 tspn lemon/lime juice

2 tbsp low fat natural yoghurt and/or low fat mayonnaise

Freshly milled black pepper

Optional

Pinch fresh or dried chili to taste

Fresh coriander/parsley

     (The English hot spice would be 1 tbspn horseradish sauce!)

Humous

     1 tin chick peas – drained and rinsed

     1-3 cloves of garlic – crushed (opt)

     2 tbspn mayonnaise and/or low fat yoghurt

     2 tbspn lemon juice,1 tbspn olive oil

     Optional:  
     Fresh parsley and/or coriander and/or mint. Splash Tabasco
Method – for both

Mix/ whiz – blend all the ingredients together in a large bowl. (Add warm water to make a soft texture)  Taste Transfer mixture onto a serving dish and garnish with herbs and olives.

Both will keep covered in the fridge for 2/3 days.

You can use them as a sandwich/ pitas/wrap fillings with lettuce and salad. Either of the above as dips with wholemeal toast, breadsticks or vegetable sticks
